Clarification on 2010 Award rule change notice:
 The rules for the Amateur Awards were in regards to the Amateur Division awards only.  ANY awards sponsored or paid for by OQHA including the Summer Classic awards will remain the same.   The rules only apply for the following additional awards that are paid for by the Amateur Division Club.

 

Additional awards:
Oregon Amateur High Points at Oregon Summer Classic - Champion and Reserve in the Amateur / Select / Novice Amateur.  Total awards: 6

Top 5-High points at year-end in the Amateur / Select and Novice Amateur divisions - Total awards:  15.

To be eligible for the above 21 awards, you would have to follow the rules as sent out.   I have attached those rules here:

 AMATEUR DIVISION AWARD CHANGES
 Year End Top Five:
Requires the membership in both OQHA and OQHAD by April 1. Points earned before the individual joins OQHAD will not accrue toward year-end high points, only points earned after OQHAD membership accrue.

The Amateur and horse must show to the required 60 percent of  judges as set by OQHA for the show year.

The amateur must complete …(4).. hours of volunteer assistance to the Division during the current award year. (Volunteer hours completed before Summer Circuit accrue for the entire award year.)

                                                                                                                                                                                                

Oregon Quarter Horse Amateur Division Award Eligibility Summer Circuit Awards: 
1.       The individual must be a member of both the OQHA and the Amateur Division by April 1 of the current year.

2.       The Summer Circuit amateur  and horse combination  must have attended and shown to a minimum of  6 judges at OQHA sponsored or approved shows within the state and before the start of the current year Summer Circuit.

3.       The amateur  must complete…(2)… hours of voluntary assistance to the Oregon Quarter Horse Amateur Division before the start of the current year Summer Circuit.

Examples:
A.      Circuit Award Eligible 
·         Sally is a member of both the OQHA and the OQHAD by April 1st of the current year.

·         Sally attends the February and March weekend shows, and shows her horse to all eight judges (only 6 are required).

·         Sally volunteers to help at the annual Wine and Cheese function in April and fulfills her required number of volunteer hours.

 Sally is eligible for OQHAD Amateur Division Awards at Summer Circuit!
 

 ***These rules do not apply to the Champion and Reserve Amateur class awards (ie:  Select reining, amateur reining, amateur showmanship etc) for year-end or the class champion and reserve awards at Summer Classic.  For the Summer Classic show, anyone can show at that show and win any of the awards that are available with the exception of the 6 awards listed above.  To win a Summer Classic award sponsored by the show (OQHA), exhibitors DO NOT have to be a member of OQHA.  

 

For OQHA year-end award rules, an exhibitor and owner must be a member of OQHA and show to 16 judges in the State of Oregon for the year to be eligible for an award.   All OQHA year-end award rules are listed in the OQHA membership directory starting on page 89-94.   It is also listed on the Website under the information section, under the by-laws.    The only rules changed for OQHA awards from 2009 to 2010 were the Open All-Around Horse award and the underlined addition to the All-around and Reserve Amateur awards.   The high point trail horse award is a new addition to the OQHA awards.  I have listed those award rules below:

 

Year-end Awards
5. ALL-AROUND and RESERVE Working Horse and Performance Horse: The winning horse in each division would be the horse with the most halter plus performance points in two or more AQHA performance categories (OQHA points plus AQHA points) in each division. The horse must have a minimum of 10 points in halter and a minimum of 10 points in each of the two performance categories. Categories are listed in the AQHA handbook. Working horse division categories: 1, 2, 3, 6. Performance horse division categories: 1, 2, 4, 5.  A horse must compete in at least 60% (16 judges) of the OQHA approved shows within the State of Oregon in 2 categories.
 

6. ALL-AROUND and RESERVE AMATEUR AWARDS:

A. The winning amateur 49 & under would be the horse/rider combination with the most points in a minimum of 3 AQHA All-Around Categories (OQHA points plus AQHA points). The horse must have a minimum of 10 points in a minimum of 3 AQHA All-Around categories. A horse must compete in at least 60% (16 judges) of the OQHA approved shows within the State of Oregon in 2 categories. Horses may compete in more than 3 categories. Categories are listed in the AQHA handbook.  

B. The winning amateur 50 & over would be the horse/rider combination with the most points in a minimum of 3 AQHA All-Around Categories (OQHA points plus AQHA points). The horse must have a minimum of 10 points in a minimum of 3 AQHA All-Around categories. A horse must compete in at least 60% (16 judges) of the OQHA approved shows within the State of Oregon in 2 categories. Horses may compete in more than 3 categories. Categories are listed in the AQHA handbook.  

C. Amateur must be a member of the OQHA and the OQHAD to qualify for this award. 

D. These awards are for one (1) horse and rider combination. Age determined as of December 31st of show year.

 

7. High Point Trail Horse: The winning horse would be the horse with the most points in open trail (junior or senior) and either youth, Amateur or Select trail.   A horse must compete in at least 60% (12 judges) of the OQHA approved shows within the State of Oregon in both divisions excluding the Oregon Summer Classic. Must be a member of the OQHA by April 1, 2010 and either the Youth or Amateur division. This award is not funded by OQHA.
