A horse must compete in a given class in at
least 60% (16 judges for open & Amateur, 11 judges for youth) of
the OQHA approved shows within the State of Oregon and earn
a minimum of twelve (12) year-end points to be eligible for a
year-end award. For youth: weekend (Saturday & Sunday)
points and judges count for year-end awards and State
Qualifying —week day (Thursday & Friday) count for National
Points only. To be eligible for OQHA Oregon Bred awards, the
horse must be registered with OQHA as Oregon Bred.
